VersiFleece TPO Mechanically Attached Roofi ng System 
utilizes 45- or 60-mil thick white, gray or tan VersiWeld 
thermoplastic polyolefi n (TPO) membrane laminated to 
a non-woven polyester fl eece backing.

Insulation is mechanically fastened to an acceptable 
roof deck. VersiFleece TPO membrane sheets are 
mechanically attached to the deck with Versico’s HPVX or 
HPV-XL Fasteners and appropriate Versico HPVX Plates. 
Adjoining sheets are overlapped and joined together
with a minimum 11⁄2” wide hot air weld.

TPO Mechanically Attached Roofi ng System application.
